Parade Start Time:   	5:45 pm
Parade Route:          	The parade will start at DeWolfe Park, proceed up to Bedford Hwy, turn right and end at Bedford Place Mall.  

Please note - there is no parking at Dewolfe Park, the closest parking area would be at the Sobeys/Lawtons.  There is plenty of parking at the Bedford Place Mall, if you can have someone drop you at the park and pick you up at the mall.

COSTUMES FOR WALKERS:

All athletes walking the parade route (Competitive A, B, C and 2008+ Recreational Athletes) will be required to wear the following:  
1.  White turtleneck
2.  White leggings
3.  Hair in a bun
4.  Make-up (optional)

Each athlete will be provided with a costume to wear over the white turtleneck and leggings.  Costumes consist of skirts, tops, hair accessory, ear/head band and gloves and sparkles for faces.  Please remember:  all athletes that are walking the parade route must have white arms and legs.  Layer for warmth and put the white layer on top!

COSTUMES FOR FLOAT:
